With the start of school comes the beginning of new friends and a fresh start. It also is the time when children will be developing the attitude to love or to dislike school! Here at Poise N Ivy we strive to help all children LOVE school and love coming everyday!!! We want you to feel the same way, it’s your job as the parent to encourage and praise your child in their daily accomplishments here at school. Each month we will be updating you on what we are learning and how your child is progressing. We ask that you take the time each day to talk about what your child has learned at school, ask them to be the teacher and show you what they’re doing each day. This will encourage them to learn because they want to go home and show off. We also ask that you check your child’s folder each day for special notes, homework or just to see what they are learning. Please clean out the folder each day and use those papers as a reference for what is going on at school. 

               Here is a short list of things your child will accomplish this year:

MATH: writing numbers 1-20, counting 1-100, (this is learned by number families, you will hear FATHER number often, he is the number that starts off each family. For example 10 is the father of the TEEN family because all of his family members have a 1 in front of them, etc.)

HANDWRITING: your child will learn to write all the letters of the alphabet. They will write their name and short words. You will be extremely impressed with how neat their writing can be with practice.

READING: we will start out learning the short sound that each vowel makes, and then we will move on to the other letters ending up with the long vowel sounds. We will learn blends and then short words. You will be amazed at how quickly they will learn and how excited they are to share!
